When Planet Platforms was asked to provide an access solution for William Anelay Limited, little did the work at height specialist know that it would be something so unusual. William Anelay, the UK's specialist in the conservation and restoration of fine and historic buildings, was working on restoring the Navigation Warehouse in Wakefield, West Yorkshire. However, straightforward access to the exterior of the building was impossible because it is adjacent to the river Calder. 
Planet's innovative solution was to load a 17-meter boom onto a barge, which was then floated across the river and moored next to the building, which is being restored. Anchor plates welded to the floor of the barge secured the specifically-hired boom in place enabling it to work safely and entirely uninhibited in its working envelope. 

Marketing Manager Tim Mee said of the project, "This wasn't a project that needed a straight-forward access solution but Planet are always pleased to be given a challenge and then find a way to solve it to ultimately result in safe access." 

The restoration work forms part of the Wakefield Waterfront Project, which is said will transform the Southern Gateway by adding a new cultural dimension into the city. The masterplan for the waterfront includes the restoration and conservation of a number of fine historical structures such as the 18th century Grade II* Listed Calder and Hebble Navigation Warehouse and Grade II Listed Phoenix and Rutland Mills complex.
